DAY OF COMMENCEMENT 

Name Cards —  Available in MEC Lobby at graduation. Graduates 

carry these cards onto the stage and hand them to the reader. The use of 

name cards allows students to sit during the ceremony by whomever 

they choose (as opposed to alphabetically) within each degree  

designation (A.A,. B.A./B.S., Certificate, M.A., M.B.A., M.Ed.). 

Photos— Class and group photos are taken by a professional  

photographer at 8:45 AM (prior to the ceremony), and individual photos 

are taken during the ceremony. Instructions for review and optional 

purchase of pictures will be emailed to you after the ceremony. 

Marching Instructions — Students will line up at 9:15 AM in the 

MEC basement. The lineup represents where everyone will sit in the  

auditorium. Marshals will be present to lead the rows of students into 

the auditorium and to their seats. 

Academic Honors — Gold honor cords are provided upon  

check-in to graduates who qualify. Criteria for honors and your current 

standing can be reviewed on BeaconNet under Student  

Resources\Check Honors. 

Personal Items — Storage for personal items is available to  

graduates only. See the information desk at check-in for further  

information. 

Child Care — No supervised childcare is provided. 

Parking — Several options for graduation day: 

1) the main NCU lot 

2) street meter parking 

3) Diamond lots on Alder St. (behind Pancake House) and on  

      Hilyard St.  (behind Carl’s Jr.). These lots require a small fee.  

Tickets — No tickets are necessary and you may bring as many 

guests as you would like. We recommend that you come early for the
